This new feature is made possible by our participation in the STAR® Network, which provides nationwide access
to more than 2 million ATM and retail locations across the U.S.

And here’s another great benefit of PIN-secured debit: You can get cash back at many retailers, so you can avoid
an extra trip to the ATM or the branch. That feature is not available when you sign your name to complete the
transaction, just as you do with a credit card.

By adding PIN-secured payment capabilities, we are responding to many consumers who feel that PIN payments
are an easier, faster and more secure way to pay. The important thing is that you have the choice to use your debit
card the way you want, based on your needs and preferences.

So the next time you’re in your favorite grocety store or other retail location, reach for your ATM/debit card and
look for the PIN pad. It’s faster and more convenient than writing a check, and you’ll appreciate the security that
your PIN provides.

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Scholarship Deadline February 1, 2008 M. . . .

The Minnesota Family Involvement Council provides funds to credit union members continuing their post-high
school education. Each year applicants are asked to submit an essay on a credit union-related issue. Applicants
are judged on creativity, relevance, outside activities and involvement. This year, the question applicants will an-
swer is “How should your credit union help you prepare for lifer” Scholarships are judged in March and Money is
awarded after the recipient has completed their first semester of the following school year.

To be eligible, applicants must be a member in good standing of a credit union headquartered in Minnesota AND
planning to pursue/continue post-high school education in the fall of 2008/spring of 2009—this can be a college,
university, graduate or law school, OR community or technical college.
